The 1713 East Jersey Cottage Goes International!

The 1713 East Jersey Cottage became internationally known when the Journal of the Scottish Vernacular BU|Id|ngs
Working Group -Vernacular Building, VOLUME 45, was published in November 2022! A pic-
ture of the cottage in transit was featured on the journal cover. A twenty-two page article,
entitled Scottish Immigrants and a 1713 East Jersey Cottage in America: A Search for a
Scottish Connections by John Chambers, Steven Golisano and Karen Kelley was included in
the journal.

In 2021, the research team began to focus on the Scottish connection to Cranbury and the
1713 East Jersey Cottage. Dr. John Chambers reached out to historical architects in Edin-
burgh and Glasgow, Scotland, hoping to gather additional information on the cottage con-
struction. Dr. Chambers was directed to Professor Niall Logan, chair of the Scottish Vernac-
ular Buildings Working Group. During an exchange of information, Professor Logan asked if
the Cranbury research team could present an illustrated presentation at the SVBWG Annual

Conference. Scottish Vernacular Buildings
Working Group

On November 9, 2021, Dr. Chambers, Steve Golisano and Karen Kelley made a Zoom

presentation to the international audience. A positive response to the presentation was followed by an additional request
for the team to write an article for the 2022 SVBWG Journal, which addressed “The Scottish Diaspora.” Celebrating the
Organization’s fiftieth anniversary in 2022, SVBWG'’S journal is published for 120 international members and is also
available in the national libraries of Scotland, England and Wales.

What it doesn’t say is that members of The Cranbury Historical and Preservation Society and Landmarks Inc, were the
volunteers who did all the research and filled out the extensive application forms in order to save and landmark The Old
School. They were also the volunteers who worked tirelessly to add our historic district to the National Register of His-
toric Places. And for that we must be grateful!

The Society also saved the History Center at 6 South Main Street, where Cranbury’s written history has been pre-
served. They designed a Barn Park for the oldest barns in our town and created a Museum for exhibits, filled with the
antiques and historical artifacts from the town’s history.

Recently, the Society actually moved the oldest home in Cranbury’s township, the 1713 East Jersey Cottage, from one
side of Old Trenton Road to the other in order to preserve it. It was a monumental task born out of the Society’s pledge
to landmark and preserve the homes, farmland and history of our town.

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Walking through Cranbury : 1723 to 2023

Walking through Cranbury in the Past
by Professor John Whiteclay Chambers II

Walking was a major way of getting places for centuries, when waterways were unavailable, for people without access to
a horse or other beast of burden. Native Americans of the Lenape nation, Unami tribe walked through Cranbury to or
from their settlement by Cranbury Creek or between the Hudson, Raritan and Delaware Rivers. When Europeans arrived,
they often followed waterways and Native American trails.

Colonial Cranbury was a crossroads halfway across New Jersey from New York to Philadelphia. Lawrie’s Road (County
Routes 535 and 539) from Perth Amboy met with George’s Road (bypassed since the 1930s by U.S. 130) from
Piscataway at “Cranberry” (later Cranbury) Creek. A single road (today South Main Street to the old Cranbury-Hightown
Road) continued south via Hightstown, Walnford, and Bordentown to Burlington’s Delaware River ferries. The latter route
from New York to Philadelphia via Cranbury was called the “Lower Road.” The "Upper Road” (now Route 27 bypassed by
U.S. 1) went through Princeton to Trenton’s ferries. At least two famous people walked through Cranbury in the colonial
period.

Three hundred years ago, in October 1723, Benjamin Franklin who was an unknown youth of 17 years walked through
Cranbury on his way across New Jersey to Philadelphia. Having left Boston to find work as an apprentice printer, he
found none in Manhattan and took the ferry to Perth Amboy and the next day started walking down Lawrie’s Road. In his
Autobiography, he mentions his three-day, fifty-mile hike, arriving at a tavern-inn rain-soaked, in battered clothing,
suspected initially of being a runaway indentured servant. The next morning, he continued his journey to Philadelphia
where he would ultimately make his fame and fortune. We now have a document of his found in Paris that provides
evidence that the tavern-inn was probably in or near Cranbury. Scottish immigrant and entrepreneur George Rescarrick
had built the first tavern-inn at the Crossroads by the creek in Cranbury in 1701 and was still running it in 1723. Whether
Franklin stayed there or not, he definitely walked the dirt road through Cranbury.

Two decades later, the Reverend David Brainerd, the famous young Presbyterian missionary to Native Americans,
trekked through Cranbury in March 1746 with130 Lenapes. Many of them had already converted to Christianity. Legend

Swanagan of Ruth Berg Walsh's 1995 adaptation from Christopher Colles's
A Survey of the Roads of the United States of America, a 1789 survey consid-
ered the first road map or guidebook of the United States.
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By the 1770s, few civilians walked across the state. For years, regular stagecoach traffic had been carrying passen-
gers along both routes that merged in Cranbury, then the main overnight stop. Many people, however, did walk in and
around Cranbury, by then a bustling village of nearly a dozen structures, from tavern-inns, stables and blacksmith’s
shops to a gristmill on the creek and Presbyterian and Baptist churches.

Walking Through Cranbury Today

Three hundred years since Benjamin Franklin walked through Cranbury, several ma-
jor roads and highways pass through the township and attract visitors from far and
near.

In the spring of 2021, journalist Neil King, Jr. walked from Washington, DC to New
York City. With just a backpack on his back, he walked through Maryland, Pennsylva-
nia and New Jersey, and he stopped in Cranbury! His goal was to pay close attention
to the land through which he walked and the people he met. His 26-day journey took
him through historic battlefields and cemeteries, across the Mason-Dixon line, past
Quaker, Mennonite and Amish farms, along Valley Forge streams, atop a New Jersey
trash mound and across New York Harbor to his destination, the Ramble, where a tan-
gle of pathways converge in Central Park. He has written about his experiences in his
recently published book “American Ramble, A Walk of Memory and Renewal.” CHPS,
in partnership with the Cranbury Library will present a program featuring Neil King, Jr.
at the Library on June 22 at 6pm.

Visitors and residents walking through Cranbury today will notice many homes and other buildings, which were built in
the 1800s and early 1900s, and a few homes built in the 1700s with additions from later years. The historic plaques on
homes and businesses identify when they were built. Businesses, shops and restaurants, which are a mix of concrete
and brick, line our sidewalks and add to the charm of the town. The beautiful trees, lake and brook, the parks and well-
kept churches, cemeteries, fire station and first aid squad building. Town Hall was originally a school that opened in
1897 and continued to be used as a school building for more than sixty years. The town’s attractive new library is close
by. Looking to the west, there are walking trails and preserved farmland and to the east are large well-landscaped
warehouses.

Attractive, informative signs near Westminster Cemetery, at Brainerd Lake and Brainerd Cemetery, help us understand
the history of Cranbury. Village Park off of Maplewood Avenue, Cranbury Museum on Park Place East, the Fire House
Museum and the Elizabeth M. Wagner History Center on South Main Street, the Parsonage Barn on Cranbury Neck
Road, the 1713 East Jersey Cottage in Millstone Park and the monuments in Memorial Park and Heritage Park all tell
Cranbury’s story. Cranbury has seen some changes over the years, but has remained a well-preserved town.

To help you enjoy walking through Cranbury, pick up the Walking Tour: Historic Cranbury booklet, available at the
History Center and the Town Hall. The Walking Tour booklet gives a brief history of Cranbury, a description of the ar-
chitectural styles in Cranbury, a map of a suggested walking tour and descriptions of the buildings on the walking
tour.

Charles and Clara Amend, George Stave, and Don Swanagan worked at NBC
(National Broadcasting Company) in Manhattan NY during the expanding years of
television in the 1950s. They belonged to the United Scenic Artists Union, Local
829. Between 1958 and 1962, all four artists found their way to Cranbury.

Inspired by a visit to Cranbury, and close friends Don and Rachel Armstrong,
George and Mabubeh Stave moved to Cranbury in 1958. Through the Staves, the
other three artists learned of Cranbury’s charm, history and beauty, perfect for rais-
ing a family. Don Swanagan and his family moved to Cranbury in 1959. Charles
and Clara Amend and family followed in 1962.

Though working as a set painter, first in Paramount Studios, and later in NBC Stu-
dios, George Stave is best defined as a fine artist. Most of his paintings are in pri-
vate collections. Easel painting remained George’s deepest passion, inspired by
location and also, later in his garret studio in his home. Ginnie Swanagan, Charles

An art professor at Hunter College, Clara Amend spent two years studying theatre

design at Hochschule fir Musik und Theater Minchen. Upon her return to New
York, she started work as a scenic designer at NBC on such shows as The Home
Show, a precursor to The NBC Morning Show.

Born in Montreal Canada while his parents were “on the road” with a stock theater
production, Charles Amend comes from a long line of theater talent, including act-
ing, design work and scenic arts. Starting in 1948 at ABC, Charles moved over to
NBC where he worked for over 40 years, 1949-1993, including many years on Sat-
urday Night Live.

Interest in theater arts in college and then Yale, led Don Jo Swanagan to NBC to
work as a scenic designer from 1955 until the mid-1960s. He then worked freelance

in television and film. Don Jo worked on The Steve Allen Show, The Nat King Show George Stave
at NBC, and on films such as For Love of lvy and the Warriors. Whitehouse, Cranbury, 10 May 1983

Finding a community that inspired their artistic and other endeavors, George, Don, Charles and Clara also volunteered
their time and talent to Cranbury in many ways.

Bill helped incorporate the
Cranbury Historical and
Preservation  Society in
1970 and served as its
attorney for many
years. He fondly recalled
his many calls from Betty Wagner telling him
something had to be done ... and he would do it! He
said they worked so well together.

Bill moved to Cranbury in 1934 at the age of five. He
and his two brothers worked the farm on Prospect
Street providing food to families in town during
WWII. He learned early about the value of land and
hard work.

He served in the Corp of Engineers during the
Korean War and returned to Cranbury to raise his
family and practice law in Princeton. Bill was the
Municipal Court Judge in Cranbury for 15 years. He
also presided in Hightstown, West Windsor, East
Windsor, Monroe and other municipalities.

Bill was also instrumental in the Cranbury
Landmarks, saving the old Cranbury School and
overseeing its renovations. In 2010, Bill worked with
Cranbury Landmarks, CHPS, and Cranbury
Township to make the reconstruction of the
Parsonage Barn possible. In 2012, he represented
Cranbury Landmarks for the publication of the book,
Cranbury, A New Jersey Town from Colonial Era to
the Present. In 2022, on behalf of Cranbury
Landmarks, Bill donated the remaining books and
Landmarks funds to CHPS.

He is proud of his part in saving farmland, preventing
development on the West Property, and maintaining
the history of Cranbury. He is particularly proud of
CHPS’ most recent project of saving the 1713
Cottage. During the move and clean up of the
property, Bill, who is now in his 90’s, could be seen
riding his 1950 Ford 8N tractor wearing his Korean
Veteran’s hat.
